EXPLANATION / INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE EXPLORATION AND DEVELOPMENT COCKTAILS AND CORE SHACK

The “genesis” of these formats was our Nov 18-19, 2009 conference in which 29 companies spoke with formal presentations, almost all webcast presentations with 40 minutes including Q & A.  In addition, another half dozen companies attended to “mix and mingle.”  These included AngloGold Ashanti and several smaller firms and friends.  We want to expand upon the tendency of some smaller emerging mining companies to be present at our conferences.  Further, a broader format may permit an extra 20 to 40 companies to be present at each of our conferences.  
We operate on a “Dutch Treat” principal, and ask the speaking webcast presenters to contribute $2,000 and the Exploration Cocktails/Core Shack companies $1,000 each toward program expenses.  At our prior four programs participants contributed $1,500, $1,500, $1,500 and $1,000 each and expenses ranged from $22,500 to $32,500 per day, depending on attendance.  We try to cover at least 90% of our expenses, and do not aggressively try to make a profit or charge PDAC, Denver Gold Show, Indaba or other such rates.
Our idea is to imitate the September annual Denver Gold Show “Exploration Cocktails” and the March annual Toronto “Core Shack” at the Prospector and Developers Association Convention (PDAC).  We ask the companies to create technical exhibits similar to a PDAC program.  To the best of our knowledge no New York financial institution asks companies to bring their rocks, drill core, maps, grade-thickness displays, aeromag surveys, 3-D workups of deposits, and make a technical display.
We envision the “content” of the Exploration Cocktails March 24th and the afternoon Core Shack March 25th to be virtually identical.  The differences will be time-of-day, presence of alcohol on the evening of March 24th and “target audience.”  Our two day program on last Nov. 18-19 attracted a few institutions from Toronto, Boston, CT, North Carolina and Georgia, and those important “out-of-towers” will be available later in the first day after the formal speeches conclude.  The first day may attract some larger cap investors with companies like Goldcorp, Agnico-Eagle and Allegheny Tech.  The second afternoon may “in town” investors with less interest in staying after 5 pm as well as “smaller cap” investors.
As hosts sometimes we are embarrassed if we have 50 or 100+ people in the room when a larger company speaks, such as Barrick Gold, and 10 people in the room for a smaller company.  We are also interested in having groups of 10 to 20 companies present together, without a formal speech, where the group collectively attracts a larger audience than any could draw individually.  Further, individual one-on-one discussions may develop spontaneously without the formality of fixed prearranged meetings.

We have asked the hotel to include rectangular six foot folding tables, chairs, background curtains and “basic items” for companies’ displays in our contract.  This will help with basic setup.  Each participating company is naturally responsible for their own display, drill core, maps or electronic display.  We envision complexities involving power for electronics or digital displays in which the hotel might arrange extension cords, etc.  Each participating company ultimately is responsible for their own display, although we will make all reasonable efforts to be hospitable and responsive.

We told the hotel that we will leave the evening of the 24th by 9 pm and the afternoon of the 25th by 6 pm.   We expect “set up” on the 24th to be after 3 pm and on the 25th after 11 am.  The same rooms will also be used for one-on-one meetings separate though during the auditorium presentations, and we will be balancing or “multi-tasking.”
